Integrated technology enables the “workplace of tomorrow”, as it delivers an open standards Internet Protocol (IP) based network for which the temperature control, energy management, lighting control and eventually fire safety networks can traverse, thus eliminating redundant networks and the expenses associated with them.  Gambello described how these services can be integrated and benefit the user and that one way to achieve these benefits is through the Cisco Connected Real Estate Solution.
Jonathan C. Rudes, co-chair of the Real Estate Technology Forum President of Delphi Real Estate Advisors LLC said:  “In today’s increasingly collaborative and mobile environment the opportunity to program the workspace is an enormous productivity enhancement. Imagine the ability to instantaneously program the desktop. It could include a person’s private extension, content, bandwidth on demand and even personalized items.
